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AGREEMENT BETWEEN THE ONTONAGON AREA SCHOOL DISTRIC
AND THE ONTONAGON TEACHERS’ EDUCATION ASSOCIATION

This Agreement effective thé'Hay of July, 2009 by and between the Ontonagoia Sehool
District Board of Education of Ontonagon, Michigand the Ontonagon Teacher’'s Education
Association of Ontonagon, Michigan, hereinaftetezhthe “Association”.

WITNESSETH
WHEREAS the Board and the Association recognizkdeclare that providing a quality
education for the children of the Ontonagon Areldst District is their mutual aim, and that the
character of such education depends predominapty the quality and morale of the teaching
service, and

WHEREAS the Board has a statutory obligation, pains to Michigan law, to bargain with the
Association as the representative of its certifesthing personnel with respect to hours, wagesste
and conditions of employment, and

WHEREAS the patrties, following extended and dehbe professional negotiations, have
reached certain understandings which they desirediace to writing.

In consideration of the following covenants, ihexeby agreed as follows:



ARTICLE 1
Recognition

The Board hereby recognizes the Ontonagon TeadBdtgation Association an affiliate of
Western Upper Peninsula Education Association dtideoMichigan Education Association,
as the exclusive bargaining representative, ase@foy Michigan law, for all certified teachers
presently employed or to be employed by the Board.

“Teacher” for the purpose of the contract is dafias a person employed by the Board on a
full year contract who regularly teaches schoaka counselor, librarian or technology
coordinator for at least 50% of his or her workirayrs.

The Board agrees not to negotiate with any indi@idumployee or organization other than the
Association for the duration of this agreement egtavith the agreement of the Association.

As used in this Agreement, the terms “District” nfigloyer” and “Board” all refer generally to
the Ontonagon Area School District (unless the exntherwise requires).

Within thirty days of the beginning of their emptognt hereunder, members of the bargaining
unit will sign and deliver to the Board an assignmeihatizing deduction of membership
dues or assessments of the local Association, thkif¢an Education Association and the
National Education Association and upon such caomitas the Association shall establish.
Such sum shall be deducted as dues from the regplknies of all teachers as provided below.

Ten (10) consecutive payments beginning with tlvese pay period
in September. Dues shall be remitted to the lAsabciation treasurer
within ten (10) work days.

Bargaining unit members not joining the Associatiah be required to pay a Service Fee to
the Association as determined in accordance wegiNIBA Policy and Procedures regarding
objections to political-ideological expenditures the extent required by law (the amount of
dues uniformly required of bargaining unit membafrthe Association).

In the event the Board, acting on the request®ftbsociation, discharges or attempts to
discharge any employee at the Association’s regtlestAssociation shall indemnify the

Board, the Administration, and individual Board nmmars against any and all claims, demands,
suits, expenses, or other forms of liability of wadwever kind or nature that shall arise out of
action taken by the Board for the purpose of comnglyvith the provisions of this Agreement

Nothing contained herein shall be construed to demestrict to any teacher nor to the Board
rights under the Michigan General School Laws. figlets granted to teachers and to the
Board shall be deemed to be in addition theretd,aarything in this agreement in conflict
therewith shall be void.



ARTICLE 2
Management Rights

The Board on its own behalf and on behalf of tleetelrs of the district, hereby retains and
reserves unto itself, without limitation, all powerights, authority, duties and responsibilities
conferred upon and vested in it by law and the @mtion of the State of Michigan, and of the
United States.

The exercise of the foregoing powers, rights, atityyaduties and responsibilities by the Board,
the adoption of policies, rules, regulations aratpces in furtherance thereof and the use of
judgment and discretion in connection therewithidtelimited only by the specific and
expressed terms of this Agreement and then orlyg@xtent such specific and expressed
terms hereof are in conformance with provision® @&. 379 of 1965, the Constitution and laws
of the State of Michigan, and the Constitution kawis of the United States.

Nothing contained herein shall be considered to demestrict the Board rights,
responsibilities and authority under the Michigaen&ral School Law®evised School Code
as amended through State School Aid Acts, and aihygicable federal, state, or local laws or
regulations as they pertain to the Employer.



ARTICLE 3
Teacher Rights

Pursuant to Act 379 of the Public Acts of 1965, Buard hereby agrees that every teacher
under full year contract with the Board, shall h#wve right freely to organize, join, and support
the Association for the purpose of engaging inemiVe bargaining or negotiations. As a duly
elected body exercising governmental power undetaWw of the State of Michigan, the Board
undertakes and agrees that it will not discharggeprive or coerce any teacher in the
enjoyment of any rights conferred by Act 379 orestlaws of Michigan or the Constitution of
Michigan and the United States.

With administrative approval, the Association arsdnnembers shall have the right to use
school building facilities at all reasonable holamsAssociation business under the same
conditions that other organizations are so autbdremd subject to the same rules and
regulations governing such use as are now or ltergabmulgated by the Board except that
no usage fee(s) shall be levied upon the Assoaidtiosuch use, except that the Association
shall reimburse the Board only if custodial cosesiacurred as a result of such use. Any such
requests shall not be arbitrarily denied.

No bargaining unit member shall be disciplined withjust cause. Disciplinary action may
include warnings, reprimands, suspensions, doakimgy, demotion and discharge. Unless
the employee is discharged for just cause, dis@pyi action shall be progressive in nature.
Discipline will be appropriate to the seriousnekthe offense. Probationary teacher contracts
are subject to non-renewal in accordance with tiehigan Teacher Tenure Act.

The just cause standard shall not apply to AppeBdmsitions (extracurriculars), but there
shall be a reasonable basis for failure to reapoich an employee.



ARTICLE 4
Professional Compensation

A. The salaries of teachers covered by this Agreemmenset forth in Appendix A which is
attached to and incorporated in this Agreement.

B. The parties agree that the Board shall honor iddai requests by teachers to participate in tax
sheltered annuity plans upon the teacher filingpwhie Board the “Salary Reduction
Agreement” as required to give affect to any suelmp The Board reserves the right to
designate one insurance company to receive andrdisio the various companies designated
by the individual teachers all sums to be appleesiuch annuity plans, but the selection of the
company whose plan the teacher elects to parteipaghall be the sole option of the teacher.

C. The parties further agree that the Board shall horbvidual requests made at the start of the
school year by teachers to deduct a predetermumadi®m the teacher’s paychecks for
deposit in the credit union to which the employekthe Ontonagon Area School District own
shares. Additional changes may be made with theertt of the Administration.

D. Those teachers who, in their professional opind@em it advisable to attend National, State or
Regional meetings related to their teaching asseypor such in-service workshops or
institutes as may be of ultimate benefit to theidents may attend such meetings with the
permission of the Administration and actual expeng#l be paid by the Board. Mileage for
such meetings shall be paid for actual distanea®ked, and whenever possible, a school
automobile may be provided in lieu of paying mileagth the Board covering the expenses of
operation of said automobile. Criteria to be usechaking a decision as to who may attend
professional conferences and meetings shall incluatenot be limited to, the needs of the
District, areas of specialization of the teachestcthe validity of the program and the number
of conferences or seminars attended by the applacsaapposed to other applicants for other
programs. If a request for attendance at suchecentes at Board expense is rejected, the
reason for such rejection shall be in writing, andh rejection shall not be subject to review
under the grievance procedure. However, if a teadguests permission to attend a
conference, at his or her own expense, and the Adtration grants such permission in writing
and specifies that such shall be at the teachen's expense, the Board need not pay such
expenses.

E. Outside experience shall count the same as exgeriarthe system as determined to be
appropriate by the District provided no less thaga-balf (1/2) credit, and no more than full
credit, will be counted

F. The first payday for the fall semester will be eitlthe first day of student attendance or the
first regular District payday after the school ybagins. Regardless, the first payday will be
no later than the Friday of the first week thatasalresumes. Each teacher, at his or her
option, shall have the choice of one of the follegvimethods of being paid his/her annual
salary and shall notify the school of his/her ckaiaring the first week of school:

a. Twenty-one (21) equal bi-weekly paychecks;

b. Twenty-six (26) equal bi-weekly paychecks distrénlifl) over the course of 52 weeks
or 2) with twenty one checks issued bi-weekly wita remaining five (5) checks
dispersed at the end of the school year. Thoséfiwe checks shall not be post dated.

Teachers shall have the option of electronic didegosit of their payroll checks.

If a payday falls on a non-banking day, checks ballavailable Thursday and shall not be post
dated.

G. For all SBCEU's taken after July 1, 2009, if theC3BJ;s are pre-approved and equivalent to
graduate credit, they will apply for lane movementthe salary schedule
(3 SBCEU’s = 1 graduate credit).

ARTICLE 5
Teaching Hours: Faculty Meetings

A. The teacher day will begin five (5) minutes beftite student’s day and will end five (5)
minutes after the student’'s daowever, teachers shall remain as necessary iéstacheed
assistance and/or in emergencies.

Teachers shall be expected to remain in clas$ tinals students are present except in
situations of special need when another employagaddable to oversee the classroom or in
case of an emergency. On the last day of regusaigduled class in a given week, before
each holiday, or before an evening parent-teadah&fiecence, the faculty may leave the
building at the conclusion on the students’ scluagyl.

B. Teacher time shall be assigned as follows:
1. Preparation time will be a minimum of 270 minutes week.
2. Lunchtime will be 30 minutes per day, duty free.
3. The additional time shall consist of the time beftire first morning classes begin and

the time after the students are dismissed. Suwhwill be used as the teacher sees fit
for the purpose of individual work or for assististgdents.

C. Teachers shall share the responsibility of maimtgistudent discipline and order in their
respective building.

D. Teachers shall be entitled to a duty-free, uninfaed lunch period, except that noon hour
duties will be assigned in the discretion of thédng principal or head teacher on a rotating
basis, with an equitable division among the st&fé assignment will be made unless
volunteers are unavailable. Any teacher accemiragsigned to lunch period supervisory
duties shall be permitted to leave school thatatafe conclusion of the students’ class day. If
the teacher prefers, such time may be accumulated more than three (3) school days per
semester which the teacher may take as Compendatawe days at a time approved by
administration. The teacher shall have the optioapplying the earned Compensatory Leave
days to severance or to turn in unused Compenshéaye at the end of the school year for
payment. Any such days are separate from andhaédition to unused sick leave.
Compensatory Leave days used for severance purposesmulative to a maximum of sixty
(60) days. The days are payable upon terminafie@mployment for any reason. The days are
payable at a rate of sixty-five dollars ($65) payd In the event of the teacher’s death,
accumulated days will be paid to the designate@fogary. Furthermore, teachers may use for
preparation time those periods when their reguéssas receiving instruction from the various
teaching specialists, or out for recess.
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E. The Administration may schedule general faculty tings or departmental meetings two (2)
afternoons monthly, when needed, to last no lottgger one hour after the final bell. In the
event no meeting is needed, the Administration adlise the teachers as soon as possible of
such cancellation. Except in emergencies, meetingbe announced at least twenty-four (24)
hours in advance and will not be held on the lamkday of the week.

F. The annual calendar shall include up to fours¢heduled professional development days for
staff. Professional development activities shaljdintly planned by the Union and the
Administration.

An additional scheduled professional developmemtvdd be included on the latest non —
holiday weekday prior to the start of school fonstenured teachers. Attendance will be
mandatory for probationary teachers and voluntarydnured teachers. No stipend will be
paid.

Teachers will be paid an additional ¥2% of his/hanwal Appendix A Base Salary for each
Professional Development day attended up to a maxiwf two days (2). In the event a
teacher misses or chooses not to attend a schedayetie/she may substitute a day or days
from the Gogebic-Ontonagon Intermediate SchoolrRi& Summer Academy or an
alternative event approved in advance by the Sofggrilent. Payment for days attended will
be made no later than the second payday followarot) session.

ARTICLE 6
Teaching Load and Assignments

The North Central Association of Colleges and Sdaoyn Schools which accredits our school
has definite regulations governing both loads asigaments with which the Board will
attempt to comply.

The normal weekly teaching load for grades 7-12 lvalthirty-five (35) teaching periods
including thirty (30) class instructional periodaieh may include study halls and/or class
conference periods and five (5) unassigned preparperiods. Extra preparation beyond four
(4) may be assigned. A preparation period is eéefias a class period in which a teacher is
responsible for teaching and evaluating one or ratwréents. There will be a maximum of one
preparation counted per class period unless tlobeée@an show evidence of different course
planning, i.e. different lesson plans, evaluatia@ts, Multi-level vocational classes must meet
all State standards and requirements in order atifguas multi-preparations. The rate of
compensation shall be $300 per semester for eaglagation over four (4), except in special
areas such as music and physical education. Payhaihbe limited to a maximum of $900
per teacher, per semester. Assignment to a sgeersiudy period shall be considered a
teaching period for purposes of this article. Thenber of minutes of pupil-teacher contact
time shall be as specified in Article 5 of this Agment.

If a teacher shall teach more than the normal iegdbad as set forth in this Article, he/she
shall receive additional compensation of his/hespnt hourly rate for teaching each period in
excess of such norms. When a suitable substgutetiavailable for an absent teacher, the
Principal shall attempt to locate a suitable stgtiwith the faculty members(s) who may then
be on preparation periods. For purposes of thigldr a student teacher is not deemed a
‘suitable substitute’ until bargaining unit membeso have previously requested
consideration for substituting opportunities, haeen approached reasonable attempt shall
be made through this procedure to avoid referringdemnts to study hall. Any teacher who
accepts such assignment shall be paid dt dfthis or her daily salary for each such period.
Teaching personnel undertake the responsibiligctept such assignment when requested
unless compelling responsibilities in connectiothwequired duties make such assignment
impractical at that particular time. Should thetict be unable to fill a particular absence, the
District may assign a teacher to fill the assignhwena least senior basis first. In no case,
however, shall a teacher be required to substihaiee than three times per school year.

An extra secondary assignment under this Provisiavhich the teacher must prepare lesson
plans, teach and submit grades in said classdsbshaaid at 1/7 of his or her daily salary for
each such period.

Elementary teachers shall receive a proration@hhbr daily salary as compensation in the
event of lost specials, such sum to be paid irfadhewing pay period.

An employee may elect to earn additional persarelé at the rate of f#lay per period of
substitution in lieu of compensation. Said addidlbleave shall be capped at one (1) day per
school year. In the event the employee does motsedficient credit for a full day by the end
of the year, he/she shall be compensated as pagrpph one (1) or three (3) of this section.
The Administration will be responsible for maintaig proper records and for paying teachers
in a timely fashion.



No student teacher shall be used as a substiathde except in the capacity if his/her
supervising teacher and only in the particular ameahich he/she is student teaching.

After sixty (60) consecutive days in the same assint, a substitute teacher shall be obligated
to pay dues or representation fees under Artidiedi-this Agreement, but that substitute shall
not be granted seniority unless later selectedl tanf actual vacancy. The substitute, even after
sixty (60) days, shall not be regarded as a redge&anher, unless a vacancy arises for which
that teacher is hired. In the event that teachhired for such vacancy, his/her seniority shall
date back to the date on which consecutive emplayimegan.

A day-to-day substitute shall be defined as a telaatno fills in for regular teachers who are
absent. Such assignments are short term and mayMangth and frequency.

Multi-level shall be defined as a K-6 combined sta®m where two (2) separate grade levels
are taught by the same teacher in the same classrge6 multilevel teachers shall receive
additional compensation of $3,000 per year.

Independent study shall be defined as a prograamged to meet the academic needs of an

individual student. Any such study shall be subjedhe approval of both the teacher and
building principal.

ARTICLE 7
Teaching Conditions

The parties recognize that the availability of optm school facilities for both student and
teacher is desirable to insure the high qualitgdifcation that is the goal of both teacher and
Board. It is also acknowledged that the primargydund responsibility of the teacher is to
teach and that the organization of the school shbeldirected at insuring that the energy of
the teacher is primarily utilized to this end.

The Administration will, on request of any teachreriew the adequacy of textbooks used in
classes taught by that teacher, and, if such reewavailing, the Association shall have the
right to take the matter directly to the Board.eToard agrees, within budgetary restraints, to
consider textbook requests as a priority item.

Furthermore, teachers will be consulted and adwi$daidgeted allotments in his/her own
classroom upon individual request.

The Board will provide the Union with one (1) copiythe Master Agreement for each new
hire.

Teachers and the Administration shall cooperath eatch other in the supervision of students.
Both parties recognize that the responsibility &xis maintain discipline any time a situation
arises on school premises which requires immedictien.



ARTICLE 8
Class Size

Because the pupil-teacher ratio has been showe & prime importance in an effective
educational program, the parties agree that classisust be lowered to meet the conditions
described below. The Class size limits shall pgiyato study halls, band, chorus, vocational
education classes, physical education classeslanntary specials. Multiple classroom
sections shall not be simultaneously assignediénentary specials.

DK-K 22 pupils
1-3 24 pupils
4 -6 28 pupils
7 -12 32 pupils

Overloads shall not exceed a maximum of threet(8)emits. No teacher in grades 7-12 shall
have more than three (3) sections overload. Eléamgteachers will be paid $750 per pupil
overload per year, and high school teachers wipdid $125 per pupil overload per year.
These amounts will be prorated by the scheduledoeuf days of instruction. One-half (1/2)
day programs shall be prorated accordingly. Inetbent a teacher’s scheduled pupil count in
grades 7-12 exceeds 150 at the end of the firgtintaperiod of a semester, a supplement of
$15 per student will be paid to the teacher aetie of the semestérr each student over one
hundred fifty (150).

If an elementary section is more than three (3Jestts over the class size limits prior to the
first week of school, the Board shall add an addai section, hiring an additional teacher if
necessary.

If an elementary section becomes more than thiegt(8ents over the class size limits anytime
during the school year and persists for twenty &bpol days, the Board shall add an
additional section, hiring an additional teacheratessary.

When a given overload involves an odd number afestts and more than one (1) class is
scheduled concurrently, the most senior bargainmgmember shall have the option of
whether or not to accept the additional student.

Reasonable attempts will be made to equalize slass. Equalization of class sizes, including
consideration of students with special needs, valtiscussed with the classroom teachers.

In the event an individual teacher believes histii@ss size should be weighted and given
special consideration, said teacher may at higpton draft a written proposal for relief. The
proposal shall be submitted to a committee comgjsif two (2) representatives of the
Association and two (2) designated representatvése Board. The committee shall meet
with the teacher and review the proposal. Witkim {10) workdays of the meeting, the
committee shall submit a written recommendatioth®Board of Education. The full Board
shall review the recommendation and shall be ftdgponsible for determining whether or not
the recommendation will be implemented.

There will be no overloads in elementary multi-grathssrooms.

ARTICLE 9
Vacancies and Promotions

Whenever any new position, full or part-time, ocaacy in any bargaining unit position in the
District shall occur, the Board shall publicize gg@ne by giving written notice of such new
position or vacancy to the Association and provgdior appropriate posting in every school
building. No new position or vacancy shall beefil] except in case of emergency on a
temporary basis, until such new position or vacai@ll have been posted for at least ten (10)
work days. Summer postings will be handled a®¥ad:

1. Copies of all postings will be included with ched&sthose teachers on 26
pays.

2. Copies of all postings will be available at the etigtendent’s office for others.

3. Copies of all postings will be mailed to otherpiibvided with self-addressed,
stamped envelopes.

4, The Board will not be responsible for teachersreoeiving information

concerning job postings if said teachers have aotptied with this section.
5. The length of a posting may be shortened by magedement of the
Association and the administration.
6. Administrative vacancies shall be posted in eadluing.

Any qualified teacher may apply for such new positdr vacancy. In filling such a position,
the Board agrees to give due weight to the pradessibackground of all applicants, the length
of time each has been in the school system of tb&i€, and other relevant factors.

Vacancies in positions covered or to be coverefyyendix B shall be subject to the posting
provisions of Article 9 and shall be compensateddoordance with Appendix B. Bargaining
unit members shall be given first preference fbAgpbendix B positions.In the event that no
gualified bargaining unit members apply for suckipons, non-bargaining unit members may
be hired. Non- bargaining unit members shall motdvered by this Agreement. Positions
held by non-bargaining unit members shall be poatedially. No teacher may be regarded as
receiving tenure in any extracurricular activity.

Upon completion of the 2006-07 school year, any-bargaining unit member holding a
position for three years shall be considered gi@hédfed into that position and the position
shall not be posted until such time as the poshieromes vacant.

Vacancies that arise during the school year sleatidmsidered temporary vacancies to be filled
on an interim basis until the end of the school yavhich time a regular vacancy will exist.

For the purposes of this section, school year $lgatlefined as the scheduled days of student
instruction.

A teacher filling a temporary vacancy shall notraecseniority. If the teacher is hired to fill a
permanent vacancy, said teacher’s seniority slaal dack to the first workday he/she was
hired for the temporary vacancy.

A teacher filling a temporary vacancy shall beieligfor all other wages and benefits provided
for in the Master Agreement.



ARTICLE 10
Transfers

Since the frequent transfers of teachers from ched to another is disruptive of the
educational process and interferes with optimuraiteaperformance, the parties agree that
unrequested transfers of teachers are to be avoiflétere should be need for said transfer, it
shall be based upon the transfer of the teachértha least seniority in that specific area of
instruction.

If a transfer is necessary, the most senior teactall be retained, and the teacher with the
least amount of seniority shall be transferrede fransfer decision shall be based upon
certification and competency.
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ARTICLE 11
Paid Leave

At the beginning of each school year, each teashalt be granted eight day’s Sick Leave
allowance to be used for absences caused by ilorgdsysical disability of the teacher or
his/her spouse, designated domestic partner, panectild. The unused portion of such
allowance shall accumulate from year to year tolamedred eighty (180) days. Unused Sick
Leave at the time of retirement or death shalldid pt the rate of $35.00 per day to the
employee or in the event of the death of the teaiththe beneficiary as designated by the
school provided life insurance policy. Such paytredrall be limited to no more than one
hundred eighty (180) days. Unused Sick Leaveatithe of voluntary termination or
termination due to reduction in staff shall be paidhose teachers who have four (4) years in
the system provided that notice is given by thehieaon or before April 16f the year of
termination. Pink-slipped teachers shall be exechfiom the April 15otification

requirement. Any such teacher who is not recalesl, upon request, receive their
termination pay on the first payday in Septembo. such payment shall be made if the
teacher resigns by request of the Administratiors aiischarged for cause. Sick Leave may be
denied for any day on which advance notice of #is not given to the Administration at least
one hour prior to the time the teacher is to refmrtvork, unless good cause is shown for such
failure of notification. The Administration maygeire a doctor’s certificate whenever abuse
of Sick Leave is reasonably suspected. If a taashHespitalized, the Administration may
require certification from a doctor that the teadsephysically fit to return to work following

an illness.

Sick Leave, Emergency Leave and Personal Leavelshatedited to any teacher beginning
employment after the start of the school year priiguate with the time remaining in the
school year during which the teacher is employed.

Of the eight (8) days annual Sick Leave days, @yalays will be deducted from each teacher,
as required, and placed in a Sick Leave bank tdb&nistered by a committee as such Sick
Leave Bank Committee deems appropriate providedames must be required to use all
available leave, including Sick Leave , Personaveeand Emergency Leave, prior to utilizing
days from the Sick Leave Bank. (Employees willdeve option of retaining the current
year’s Personal Leave days — minus any ‘carrydversonal Leave days — if the request is
made in writing by the teacher when applying fakSieave Bank usage.) The decision of
said Committee in any matter shall be final, antdsudject to grievance procedures. The
Committee shall be comprised of three teachersiafgabby the Ontonagon Teachers
Education Association, one of whom shall represéathentary teachers, one representing
Junior High teachers, and one representing Higlo@dkachers. Two members shall be
appointed by the Board, one of whom shall be aniagidtrator and the other a Board member.

All teachers regularly employed by the OntonagoeaA8chool District shall be granted two

(2) days Personal Leave and three (3) days Emeydarae per year. Emergency Leave days
may accumulate from year-to-year to a maximumw# {b) days carryover. Personal Leave
days may accumulate from year to year to a maximobfour (4) days carryover. No more
than three (3) days utilizing any combination of$é@al Leave days and Compensatory Leave
days (as defined in Article 5D) may be used duanyg given weekvithout the prior approval

of the superintendent. Emergency Leave days maybeé for emergency or for illness of the
teacher’s parent, or of another individual livimgtihe teacher’s residence for whom tieacher

is responsible. Unused Emergency Leave days arsoiid Leave days in excess of the
maximum accumulation shall be added to cumulatick Beave, not to exceed a combined
total of one hundred eighty (180) days.
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Personal Leave days shall be taken only with twémtly (24) fours advance notice to the
Administration and only with the approval of thep@tntendent or the Principal. Such
approval shall not be withheld except for admiiistm problems. Emergency Leave shall be
taken as needed, but when possible, advance rsbtatiebe given to the Administration. For
teachers who take Personal Leave days without appod the Administration one time and for
one day only, no penalty shall be imposed other treuction of one day’s wage from his or
her salary. In the event all current Sick Leavgsdare utilized, additional Sick Leave days
shall be charged from accumulated Sick Leave withitilizing current emergency or personal
leave days.

Personal Leave and Comp Leave should not be ussmd\dy 15 except under extenuating
circumstances as approved by the superintendent.

E. An employee shall be allowed five (5) working dagsfuneral leave days not to be deducted
from sick leave for a death in the immediate faroifighe bargaining unit member or his/her
spouse. Immediate family is to be defined as wadlomother, father, stepparents, brother,
sister, wife, husband, designated domestic parsoerpor daughter, step child, mother-in-law,
father-in-law, and grandparents. Three (3) dagdl §le granted for grandchildren, daughter-
in-law or son-in-law, aunt or uncle. Additionadlee may be granted, deducted from sick
leave, if approved by the administration in indivédlcases. Any employee selected to be a
pallbearer for a deceased employee will be allowresi(1) funeral leave day with pay, to be
deducted from sick leave. An employee selectdukta pall bearer for a friend or acquaintance
will be allowed one-half (1/2) day funeral leavelwpay, to be deducted from sick leave, when
prior approval is obtained from the Administratipmoviding the employee has available sick
leave.

F. “Teachers regularly employed” is construed as noluiding substitute teachers in any
capacity.

G. At the beginning of every school year, the Assaarashall be credited with a total of three (3)
days to be used by teachers who are officers orta@é the Association for business which is
not related to negotiations. The Association may $ix (6) additional days at the substitute
teacher’s rate for each day. Additional days waelglire the Association to have prior
approval, pay the teacher’s regular salary andérimnenefit amount for the day, and pay for the
teacher’s substitute when one is provided.

H. Any teacher called for jury duty or subpoenaedive ¢gestimony before a judicial or
administrative tribunal shall be compensated ferdlference between the teaching pay and
the pay received for the performance of such obbga The provision shall not apply in any
judicial proceeding where the teacher is party tase against the Board of Education.

ARTICLE 12
Extended Leaves of Absence

Up to one (1) year’s leave of absence without pdlyb& granted for illness or injury when the
need for such leave is certified by a physiciahe District may require a second opinion
concerning the need for such leave from a physidesignated and compensated by the
District. Should the physicians disagree, the plgsicians shall agree in good faith on a third
impartial physician who shall examine the teacmel@whose medical opinion concerning the
need for such leave shall be binding upon the gmrtlThe expenses of the third examination
will be paid by the District. Seniority shall natcrue and the teacher shall not receive
experience credit on the salary schedule, durich save.

With prior approval of the Administrationteacher who has tenure will be granted a year’s
leave of absence without pay for professional ghoavtto seek public office. Said teacher,
upon returning from a sabbatical leave (professigrawth leave) shall be restored to his/her
former teaching position or to a position of liketure and status and shall be placed on the
salary schedule as if he/she would have beenshlediad taught in the Ontonagon Area
School District during such period. No more thao (2) of the teaching staff shall be placed
on sabbatical leave for professional growth oraekspublic office upon request during any one
year. Any teacher seeking public office duringstberiod will be restored to his/her former
teaching position or a position of like nature atatus and shall be placed on the salary
schedule and the seniority list in a place reftegactual time teaching in the District.

The Administration may, upon written request of tb&cher in advance, grant short term
leaves of absence. Such absences shall be wigthgutNo leave for vacation purposes will be
authorized during the school term.

Disability due to pregnancy shall be treatedsdr@e as any other disability. Sick leave shall
be available at the teacher’s option as long agntior accumulated days are available. Such
leave shall not exceed one (1) year. The pargeseathat the normal time of return from
maternity leave shall be at the beginning of the nearking period, and that the
Administration may delay the return to the begiignirfi the next semester if to do otherwise
would disrupt the orderly progress of a class.

At the termination of such leave the teacher gigdilirn to work or make application for a child
care leave as provided for under FMLA in accordamitie Section C2 below.

The District may require a physician’s statemaartitying the teacher is able to return to work.
Parent/Child Care: Leaves of absence withoyopdenefits up to one (1) year in duration
shall be granted upon written request from a teaictiewing birth or adoption of a child. A
teacher returning from parental child care shalldstored to the same position and
classification he/she held when the leave began.

Notice of intent to return to work should be givastording to Section C1 above.
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ARTICLE 13
Teacher Evaluation

The performance of all teachers shall be evaluatediting. Evaluation shall be conducted in
accordance with the requirements of the TeacheurBefict. The purpose of evaluation is to
determine the extent to which a bargaining unit foenis performing his/her professional
duties.

Evaluation shall be conducted by a Building Priatigr Assistant Principal or other
Administrator assigned to this task and will addrié® employee’s overall work performance.

An evaluation cycle shall be defined as: 1) Momitg work site performance; 2) Classroom
observation(s); 3) Post observation conferencdjs) written evaluation.

All observation or monitoring of the work perforntanof bargaining unit members shall be
conducted openly and with full knowledge of the égpe. A classroom observation is
defined as a workstation visit for at least (30huates.

No later than ten (10) workdays after the initialssroom observation in an evaluation cycle,
the evaluator shall prepare, present, and reviewviitten evaluation with the bargaining unit
member. The evaluation may be based on more thauil) observation.

Should the evaluation demonstrate that an emplbgeeany area(s) that need(s) improvement,
the evaluator shall develop a plan of improvememtt

1. Identifies specifically the area(s) that need(g)riovement.

2. Provides the employee with specific, appropriat®nemendations for
improvement.

3. Develops a timeline for such improvement. Thiselime shall include follow-

up visit(s) to evaluate the area(s) of concern.

The teacher shall sign the form to indicate théesg\conference was held. The signature shall
not be interpreted to necessarily mean the emplageses with the content of the evaluation.
At the employee’s option a response may be attached

The evaluation instrument and individual developtyan will be jointly developed by a
representative of the Administration and a repriegete of the Association.

Each teacher shall have the right upon requesiview the contents of his/her own personnel
file, except the original placement file. A repeatative of the Association may be requested to
accompany the teacher in such review. In the ethaithe teacher feels that material placed,
or to be placed in his/her file is inappropriataroerror, he/she may receive adjustment
through the grievance procedure.

An Association member’s signature upon materighanfile will be interpreted to mean that
the teacher knows of its presence, but is not sacigin agreement with the material. The
teacher may or may not, upon exercise of persgotadmg attach a statement of agreement or
disagreement of any adverse evaluation placedsihérifile.
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Bargaining unit members shall be provided a copgf non-confidential material (as
determined by the courts and/or laws) placed itodre placed in his/her file.

Each file shall contain a cover sheet to be sigamatidated by any person reviewing the file.

Material placed in the personnel file, includingakations, shall not be released to any person
without written permission from the employee oridaourt order, excepting that materials
requested subject to Michigan’s Freedom of InforamaAct may be released in accordance

with the following.

1. The District shall notify the teacher(s) who is jgabto the request and provide
the teacher with a copy of the request.
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ARTICLE 14
Protection of Teachers

Any case of assault upon a teacher or incidenantlalism or willful destruction to a teacher’s
property occurring on school property shall be gstyreported to the Board or its designated
representative. The Board will provide legal calns advise the teacher of his/her rights and
obligations with respect to such assault. The &sarost in any such case shall be limited to
five hundred dollars ($500).

Should the Administration receive any written, gigrcomplaint from a parent or student
which is deemed by the Board or Administration ¢gusstifiable, the teacher will be informed
of the complaint, and the teacher may ask thatetingebe requested with the complainant.
However, if a parent requests a meeting with alteaconcerning his or her child’s progress or
problems, the request should be granted and amge®sid at a time mutually agreeable to
both parent and teacher. If the teacher desirbave another teacher and/or administrator
participate in such conference, the teacher recnesk be granted.

Teachers shall be expected to exercise reasonatdewvith respect to the safety of pupils and

property, but shall not be individually liable, ext in the case of negligence or neglect of
duty, for any damage or loss to person or property.
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ARTICLE 15
Negotiation Procedures

A. At least ninety (90) days prior to the expiratidrttos Agreement, the parties will begin
negotiations for a new Agreement covering wagesrd)derms and conditions of employment
for teachers.

B. Matters not specifically covered by this Agreemiauit of common concern to the parties shall
be subject to discussion between them from tinterte during the period of this Agreement
upon request by either party to the other. Eiffsty may request in writing that a subject of
the discussion be upgraded to professional negwigt Prior to beginning professional
negotiations both parties will meet one final titneattempt to resolve differences by informal
discussion. The parties undertake to cooperageranging meetings, selecting representatives
for such discussions, furnishing necessary infoionaand otherwise constructively
considering and resolving any such matters.

ARTICLE 16
Grievance Procedures

Grievance procedures shall provide for the faipdsstion of disputes as to the violation or
interpretation or application of this Agreementta lowest level consistent with justice. Procedur
for processing grievances shall be as follows:

A.

A claim by a teacher or the Association that thexe been a violation, misinterpretation or
misapplication of any provision of this Agreementay rule, order, policy, or regulation of

the Board may be processed as a grievance as aiéeeiprovided. Grievance procedures shall
not be available to or utilized in relation to aegcher holding tenure when the issue involves
dismissal procedures for unsatisfactory performapeesdiction over which is exercised by the
State Teachers Tenure Commission, under the poogsif the Teachers Tenure Law.

In the event that a teacher believes there is ia b@sa grievance, the teacher shall first discuss
the alleged grievance with his/her building priratipither personally or accompanied by
his/her Association representative.

If, as a result of the informal discussion with thelding principal, a grievance still exists, the
teacher may invoke the formal grievance procedw@ugh the association on a form provided
by the Association representative in each building.

The grievance must be filed within thirty (30) cad@r days of the alleged violation,
misinterpretation or misapplication. Any remediation resulting from a continuing violation
grievance will begin from the filing date.

A copy of the grievance form shall be deliveredh® principal or his/her secretary. If the
grievance involves more than one school buildihgay be filed with the superintendent a
representative designated by the superintendeatpasiness office secretary.

Step 1: Within seven (7) workdays of receipt of ghevance, the principal and Association
shall meet in an effort to resolve the grievanthe principal shall indicate his/her disposition
of the grievance in writing within seven (7) workgaf such meeting and shall furnish a copy
thereof to the Association.

Step 2: If the matter is not resolved at the Stepd Association shall within seven (7) work
days from the decision of the principal, forward tirievance to the superintendent. Within
seven (7) workdays of receipt of the grievance silfgerintendent and Association shall meet
in an effort to resolve the grievance. The supendent shall indicate his/her disposition of the
grievance in writing within seven (7) workdays ath meeting and shall furnish a copy
thereof to the Association.

Step 3: If the grievance is not resolved at th@ 3tehe Association shall, within seven (7)
work days from the decision by the superintendeaotify the superintendent that the
Association requests a grievance hearing with ther@® Committee. The notice shall be in
writing. The Association and Administration regretatives shall meet within fourteen (14)
workdays from the date of notice to the superinggrnd At that meeting, the representatives
shall attempt to resolve the matter.
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Step 4: If the grievance is not resolved at Stepiin twenty-one (21) workdays the
Association shall notify in writing that the griewae be submitted to mediation. Mediation
services shall be requested from MERC.

Step 5: If the grievance is not resolved at Stepithin twenty-one (21) work days the
Association shall notify the superintendent in imgtthat the grievance be submitted to
arbitration. The arbitrator shall be selecteddoaadance with procedures established by the
American Arbitration Associatigror by mutual agreement to another arbitration servi
provider.

The time requirements may be waived or extendedriiten agreement of the parties.

The arbitration shall be conducted in accordandk thie rules and procedures of the American
Arbitration Association. The arbitrator shall have power to alter, add to, or subtract from
the terms of this written agreement. Both parigiee to be bound by the award of the
arbitrator and agree that judgment thereon maynbered in any court of competent
jurisdiction. Fees and expenses of the arbitrsttatl be shared equally between the parties.

*During the summer break, workdays shall mean Mgrtleough Friday, excluding holidays.
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ARTICLE 17
Work Interruptions

The parties to this Agreement mutually agree thatservices performed by employees
covered by this Agreement are essential to theaneelhf the community.

The Association therefore agrees that there sleatidointerruption of these services through
means of a job action by the employees it represguning the school year. Nor shall
employees absent themselves from work, or abstawrhble or in part from the full and proper
performance of their duties, during the school yeacept as is sanctioned or may be
sanctioned by the laws of the State of Michigan.
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ARTICLE 18
Qualifications and Assignments

The Board shall not hire any teacher who does as$gss the necessary certification for a
given position. The Board shall have full authptd dismiss a teacher who has lost
certification or who fails to obtain continuing ti&cation by April 1 of the preceding school
year before said certificate is necessary. Cedatifon verification shall be given to the
Association upon the Association request.

Since pupils are entitled to be taught by teactwis are working within their areas of
competence, teachers shall not be assigned, efxcegiod cause, outside the scope of their
teaching certificates or their major or minor fiefistudy, as recommended by the North
Central Association.

All teachers shall be given written notice of theshedules for the forthcoming year no later
than the 18 day of July, if at all possible. In the eventttbhanges in such schedules are
proposed, all teachers affected shall be notifienptly and consulted.

Any assignment in addition to the normal teachiclgeslule during the regular school year,
including adult education courses, driver educatextra duties enumerated in Appendix B,
and summer school courses, shall not be obligdtorghall be with the consent of the teacher.
Preference in making such assignments will be gigéeachers regularly employed in the
District and to parties who have signed a lettant#nt to teach the next year. The parties
recognize that participation in extracurriculanates is part of the professional responsibility
of a teacher, and the Ontonagon Teachers’ EducAseaciation recommends as a minimum
standard that each teacher should be willing tepicat least one extracurricular assignment.
These assignments will be made by July 15 whenldessin the event changes in such
assignments are necessary, all teachers affecaidbsotified promptly and consulted.

Any teacher assigned to extracurricular activisieall be entitled to notification in writing

prior to any decision by the Board relieving him/béany such responsibility, which notice
shall include the time and place of the meetinglath the matter will come before the Board.
Such notification shall be given by notice persbndélivered at least four (4) days prior to the
meeting, if at all possible. If the teacher is aghilable for personal service then such notice
shall be sent by mail. If he/she desires, he/stig attend that meeting with or without
representation, and shall be permitted to meet th#glBoard in session closed to the public, if
he/she so requests. Representation may be byalamsy a representative of the Ontonagon
Teacher’s Education Association. Any decision nealcby the Board shall be made in open
meeting, as required by law.
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ARTICLE 19
Use of Automobile

The use of personal vehicles for school sancti@utidities must have prior Central Office
approval. The payment of mileage shall be based upon thstlBegeral IRS allowance for the
use of personal cars for field trips or other basgof the district.

The Board shall provide a policy of liability ingurce covering non-school owned autos used
on school businegzovided a school owned vehicle is not availat#ay teacher involved in
an accident while on duly authorized school busirstsll notify the business office within
seventy-two (72) hours of any such claim, whickuim will file an accident report with the
school’s insurance carrier. The teacher may natify party involved with the accident that
such additional coverage is available. This cayelia to be considered excess coverage and
will be used when necessary. In any such occueramerein the employee is not negligent,
the Board agrees to pay 100% of any deductiblent@amum of $150.
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ARTICLE 20
Reduction of Staff

In the event layoff becomes necessary, the Boaalll gtescribe to the following criteria.

A.

In the event of the layoff of teachers, teachewl dte laid off in the reverse order of their
consecutive years of experience in teaching witlhie@ District and within their area of
competence and certification. Thus, a teacher dsotaught within the District for three (3)
consecutive years shall not be laid off beforeaghier who has taught only two (2) consecutive
years within the District when both possess sina&tification.

In the event a teacher’s current assignment isgtisiror totally eliminated, said teacher will be
able to select an assignment for which he/sheriffied and qualified, and currently held by a
less senior teacher. The displaced teacher wie lihe same reassignment rights. Teacher
decisions in this process will be made within (8¢ workdays.

In the event this process would result in the layffa more senior teacher possessing the
certification and qualification necessary for a ipos assigned to a less senior teacher,
involuntary transfers will be made in an attemptaygoff the teacher or teachers with the least
seniority. Any such transfer shall not result isemior teacher assuming a part-time position.

In selecting a teacher for layoff a probationagcteer shall be released before a tenure teacher.

No teacher shall be laid off unless he/she has hetfied of said layoff by March 31 of the
school year. The teacher must be given writterfication stating the reason for the layoff.

The Board shall assist any released teacher irffart ® secure other employment, and shall
tender re-employment to any teacher released whetancy arises within his or her area of
competence and certification. Mailing of noticetefder of re-employment to the last address
on file with the School District shall constituentler within the intent of this contract.

Following mailing of such tender of re-employmeRestricted Delivery, Return Receipt
Requested, if the former teacher fails to acceph gender within the fifteen (15) day time
limit provided for in posting of positions underetberms of this contract after receipt or after
return if undeliverable, the former teacher shalldeemed to have rejected such tender of re-
employment. It is the terminated teacher’s resjuility to keep the Board advised of his or
her current mailing address.

For purposes of reduction of staff and all otheppses where seniority is a factor, “seniority”

shall relate solely to consecutive service with$iehool District as a teacher without any break
in service. Seniority shall be prorated for pane teachers. Effective with the 1991-92

school year, teachers who are working as part-taministrators shall have their seniority

prorated based on their actual student contactinnageaching capacity.

The Board will provide one (1) copy of the seniptist to the Association prior to October 1
of each year. The list will have the names andgtles of service of all certified professional
employees of the district.
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ARTICLE 21
Education Reimbursement

A. The board shall pay to amgacher for study beyond the Bachelor's Degreeanhithe employ
of the Board, the actual cost of tuition not toeed the higher of the NMU or MTU rate per
credit hour, provided such course of study is apgddoy the Administration and the teacher
attains a passing grade in the course. The teabtladirprovide the district with a grade report,
containing the teacher’'s name and the course di/&tade, prior to such reimbursemeite
teacher must be actively employed with full timeaiérights if part time. Teachers shall be
reimbursed up to six (6) credits per year.

B. If tuition and/or expenses for a course are faigl or partially by an outside source, such
amount shall be deducted from this section.

C. The total education reimbursement to be paithbyDistrict to all teachers during any one (1)
school year will not exceed $10,000.
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ARTICLE 22
Insurance

A. The Board shall provide a fully paid MESSA insuraiAK for each teacher or family unit
thereof unless modified by terms of the agreemeluvibfor 2008-09. Teachers shall opt to
enroll in either PAK A or PAK B as defined below:

For those bargaining unit members opting to paudita, the District shall offer the option of
receiving cash in lieu of benefits or of utiliziagsalary reduction plan to maintain a tax-
deferred status.

The cash value of the option in lieu of insurantalisbe limited to or equal to the annual cost
of PAK B.
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ARTICLE 23
Early Retirement Incentive Plan

A. When any teacher from the Ontonagon Teacher’s HiducAssociation with ten or more years
of service to Ontonagon Area Schools elects toereind such teacher complies with the
balance of this Article, the Board shall providehat teacher a payment of $20,000 spread
over a three (3) year period in equivalent sumise Fayment shall be in January of each year
following retirement and must be placed in a 40 @s provided for. A bargaining unit
member who has been terminated for cause shalleeligible for the incentive as provided
above.

B. This retirement incentive shall only be availableen the teacher is first eligible for Michigan
Public School Employees’ retirement without penadtyeligible to retire with penalty at the
teacher’s option.

C. Teachers wishing to retire and qualify for the Ratient Incentive must submit a resignation
from the District by March 1, which will be effeeé at the end of the school year. Said
resignations will become irrevocable seven caleddss following receipt by the District as
per the Age Discrimination in Employment Act (ADEA)

D. In the event of the death of the retiree, any whpaims shall be paid to the retiree’s designated
beneficiary.

E. Previously purchased service credit shall not leel ig determine eligibility, but may be used
at the teacher’s option to retire at an earlieedat

F. Should the school year end in May, the teachet spainto the state insurance plan effective
June 1 of the year of retirement.

G. Should the school year go into June, the retireg apato work through May only and forfeit
to the District the cost of a substitute for theddays missed. The retiree shall set in place
needed plans and testing to allow for a propesfiiio the school year for their classes. The
retiree shall also opt for the state insurance pféactive June 1 of the year of retirement.

H. Should the school year end in June and the regpe&o work to the end of the school year, the
retiree shall opt for the state insurance planctiffe July 1 of the year of retirement.
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ARTICLE 24
Teacher Purchase or Re-payment of Retirement $cGnedit

The Internal Revenue Code (IRC) Section 414(h)&inits employer pick-up of the employee
portion of contributions to a retirement plan, &y resulting in tax deferral of employee
contributions. Under the Michigan Public Schoolftoyees Retirement System (MPSERS)
plan conditions, teachers may be allowed to: étleposit contributions previously withdrawn
plus interest, and when full repayment is made figetiermination of employment, the
previously forfeited service is reinstated in fahd/or: (2) purchase permissive service credit
(such as universal service credit, maternity/patgamild care and non-public school teaching,
military active duty, sabbatical leave of absemte,)

Therefore, in order to permit tax deferral for theslditional employee contribution amounts,
the employer shall adopt the payroll resolutioadted to this Agreement as Appendix “Y”
and implement the salary reduction (payroll authation) agreement attached to this
Agreement as Appendix “Z” for any teacher wishiogptirchase additional retirement service
credit or to repay retirement contributions pregiguvithdrawn (plus interest). The teacher
that wishes to purchase additional retirement sergredit or to repay retirement contributions
previously withdrawn (plus interest) shall entaoia binding irrevocable payroll deduction
authorization by completing a copy of Appendix “ZThe teacher shall not have the option of
choosing to receive the amounts directly insteddawing them paid by the employer to
MPSERS.

Any provision(s) of a SIP or application theredieating the wages, hours, and/or other terms
and condition of employment, or the impact of arages, hours and/or other terms and
condition of employment of any bargaining unit mewrgmust have the written approval of the
Association prior to being adopted and/or impleradnt

The conditions which follow shall govern employestipation in any and all plans,

programs or projects included in the term “SIP”:

1. Participation by the employee is voluntary.

2. Participation or non-participation shall not bediss a criterion for evaluation,
discipline or discharge.

The Board shall have the right to determine themusiiion of the SBDM and SIP committees.
The Board agrees teachers shall be on the committeace the Board has determined the
composition of the committees, the OTEA shall hédneeright to select the teacher
representatives.
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ARTICLE 27
Mentor Teachers

Participation of bargaining unit members as metdachers shall be voluntary and without
compensation.

The relationship between any mentor, whether ohefghe is a bargaining unit member, and
the probationary teacher shall be confidential stmall not, in any fashion, be a matter included

in any evaluation.

A mentor teacher will be released for threen@)rs per semester to observe, meet with, or
work with a probationary teacher.
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ARTICLE 28
Miscellaneous Provisions

One (1) copy of this Agreement shall be provideddoh teacher; then ten (10) additional
copies will be held by the Board and any additiarzdies must be purchased from the Board.

Faculty members will be admitted free to all scheadnts.
If a Letter of Agreement states it is to be incogted into the Master Agreement at the time it

is written, it will be considered part of the Mastgreement and will be included in the Master
